Welcome to the Colonial Figure Skating Club’s Basic, Adult, Advanced LEARN TO SKATE Program. The
program follows the guidelines set forth by the United States Figure Skating Association and welcomes skaters
aged 3.5 years and above.

o BASIC AND ADULT CLASSES : Weekday classes are held in rink 1. Snowplow Sam through Basic
7 will take place on Wednesday afternoon from 4:35 to 5:35 p.m. or Thursday afternoon from 2:00 to
3:00 p.m. One weekend class will be held on Saturday morning in rink 3 from 7:50 to 8:50 a.m. The
Saturday class is for Snowplow Sam through Basic 7 skaters as well as Adult 1- 4 level skaters. All
classes are % hour in length with a % hour practice.

o ADVANCED CLASSES: Basic 8 through Freestyle 6 will be held on Monday or Thursday from 4:35
to 5:35. These lessons will consist of % hour freestyle and %2 hour of another advanced skills discipline
according to the discretion of the program director.

o BRIDGE CLASS: Basic 8 through Freestyle 6 skaters interested in extra lessons concentrating on
spins, jumps, choreography, and artistry in motion may participate in the bridge class which is held on
Wednesdays in rink 3 from
5:25t0 5:55 p.m. This class will be $150 per10-week session and will share the ice with the Theatre on
Ice class.

e THEATRE ON ICE: Basic 8 through Freestyle 6 skaters may participate in this NEW program being
offered at Colonial on Wednesdays in rink 3 from 5:25 to 5:55 p.m. This class will be $150 per10-week
session and will share the ice with the Bridge class. A lower-level Theatre on Ice discipline will be
introduced during regular basic skills classes.

o BEGINNER SYNCHRO: Colonial Figure Skating is proud to announce the addition of three new
synchro coaches. They plan to form a Beginner Team for the 2009/10 competition season. Specific
information will be available in the Colonial office.

o PRACTICE ICE: Extra practice time is available on Thursday afternoon from 3:00 to 4:30 p.m.
Skaters may buy a one-hour ice session for $12. Please check in at the Colonial office, with payment,
before skating. Skaters may choose to simply practice or schedule a private lesson. For those skaters
interested in more ice / lessons than offered through the Learn to Skate Program, please speak with the
Colonial office staff regarding a COLONIAL MEMBERSHIP.
